2. In this Order “the Commission for Regulation of Utilities” means the
body established by section 8 of the Electricity Regulation Act 1999.

3. The Commission for Regulation of Utilities is designated for the
purposes of section 29 of the Civil Law and Criminal Law (Miscellaneous
Provisions) Act 2020 (No. 13 of 2020).

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EXPLANATORY NOTE

body for the purposes of holding remote meetings under section 29 of the Civil
Law and Criminal Law (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 2020.
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
