1. These Regulations may be cited as the Companies (Forms) Regulations
2008.

2. These Regulations come into operation on 16 September 2008.

3. In these Regulations “Act of 1990” means the Companies Act 1990 (No.
33 of 1990).

4. The form (Form HY) set out in the Schedule is prescribed as the form to
be used for the purposes of section 226 of the Act of 1990.

5. Regulation 3 of the Companies (Forms) Regulations 1991 (S.I. No. 162 of
1991) in so far as it relates to prescribing Form HS as the form to be used for
the purposes of the provisions of the Companies Act 1990 and the Schedule to
the said Regulations in so far as it sets out the said Form HS are revoked.
